Temporary Signs 
Chapter 14, Article III
Outlined below are the provisions of the Germantown Sign Ordinance pertaining to temporary signs.  Signs in violation are subject to removal. 
Information related to political signs is included below.

Definition: Temporary sign means a sign which is not permanent and is therefore subject to specific size, location, and height requirements.

(1) Signs on corner lots may be no closer to the corner than 35 feet from the center of the corner curb.
Owner’s Permission: All signs shall be located on lots with the consent of the property owner.
Number:
One sign per street frontage and one sign per issue.

Enforcement: Signs located on City right-of-ways, utility poles, street signs or traffic directional signs will be immediately removed.  Any sign erected in violation of the Sign Ordinance is subject to immediate removal by the City.

Note: 
The City of Germantown, in accordance with federal case law, does not regulate the time that a political sign may be installed. The installation and removal timeframes outlined below are suggested guidelines.

Installation:
It is recommended that political election signs not be installed earlier than sixty (60) days prior to the election date. (primary, run-off, general election)

Removal:   
It is recommended that political election signs be removed within seventy-two (72) hours of the polls closing.

Polling Places: Residential zoning guidelines apply - limit of one sign per candidate and per issue.
Signs on 

Vehicles:
Signs attached to, suspended from or painted on any vehicle which is regularly parked on any street or private property when one of the purposes of so locating such vehicle is to display, demonstrate, and advertise or attract the attention of the public are prohibited.
